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SUMMER LIVERY CHARGES 
 
Grass Livery £30.00 per week Horse left out 24 hours, checked twice a day. 

Available from end of May until November. 
 
Part Livery £47.00 per week Horse brought in at 11.00a.m Monday and Friday 

by staff. Owner responsible for turning horse out 
in evening, skipping out bed, etc, and removing 
droppings from the field once a week. Owner also 
responsible for catching and turning horse out at 
weekends and bank holidays. Hard feed, bedding 
and haylage provided. 

 
 
Full Livery £70.00 per week Horses turned out at night and brought in during 

the day between 11.00 am and 3.00 pm out of 
the heat and flies. Hard feed and hay, rugs put on 
in bad weather or horses kept in for nights. Feet 
picked out and horses quartered (quickbrush). 
Beds mucked out. 

 
Full Livery stabled at night On Rubber £70.00 

Horses fed and turned out in morning, mucked 
out and brought in in afternoon. If grooming is 
required, an extra £5.00 will be added. 

 
Full Livery stabled at night On Straw Bed £80.00 
 Horses fed and turned out in morning, mucked 

out and brought in in afternoon. If grooming is 
required, an extra £5.00 will be added. 

 
 
If  you cannot catch or turn out your horse, our staff will do it for you at the following 
charges: 
 
� Catching or turning out horses : £1.00 per day. 
� Summer skip outs of beds : £3.00 per day. 
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WINTER LIVERY CHARGES 
 
 

 
DIY £45.00 per week Includes hard feed, haylage and straw. Horse 
 fed in morning, no turnout. 
 
Part Livery 1 £50.00 per week Includes hard feed, haylage and straw. During 
 the week, horses will be fed and turned out in the 
 morning for owners to see to them in the evening. 
 On Saturdays, Sundays and Bank Holidays, 
 horses will be fed in the morning, with owners 
 responsible for turning them out in the morning 
 and seeing to them in the evening. 
 
Part Livery 2 £55.00 per week Includes hard feed, haylage and straw. During 
 the week, horses will be fed and turned out in the 
 morning and brought in in the afternoon for 
 owners to see to them in the evening. On 
 Saturdays, Sundays and bank holidays, horses 
 will be fed in the morning. Owners are 
 responsible for turning them out in the morning 
 and seeing to them in the evening. 
 
Full Livery £90.00 per week Without Exercise 
 Includes horse turned out and brought in every 
 day and mucked out and all feed etc as above. If 
 grooming is required an extra £5.00 per week. 
 
Full Livery £130.00 per week With Exercise 
 Includes horse turned out and brought in every 
 day, mucked out, and all feed, etc, as above. 
 Horse groomed and exercised. 
 
Extras For Part Liveries 
 
� Changing rugs : £1.00 
� Catching or turning out horses : £1.00 per day 
� Summer skip outs of beds : £3.00 per day 
� Winter muck-out : £6.00 per day 
� Mucking out on Bank Holidays : £12.00 per day 
� Picking out feet and grooming : £3.00 per day 

 
 
The above livery terms are just a guide. Part livery is flexible and can be changed to 
suit the owner's requirements.
